Assembly Bill AB 821 (Simitian) 

High Tech Crime

Summary: 


The Bill AB 821, introduced by Assembly member Joe Simitian, authorizes grants to train law enforcement personnel to identify and combat high tech crime. The bill also provides to include financial experts on the State’s High Tech Crime Advisory Committee in order to assist regional programs in identifying theft crimes.

What the bill does: 
The bill authorizes the administrator of the High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program (HTTAPP) to allocate some funding to public agencies and private non-profit organizations to establish statewide programs of education, training, and research for prosecutors, investigators, and law enforcement officers involved in deterring, investigating, and prosecuting high tech crimes. This bill ensures particularly that the companies in Silicon Valley and local law enforcement work together effectively.

The Assembly Bill 821 also adds a representative of the banking industry to the advisory committee to provide input on financial crimes, and to assist regional programs with identify theft crimes. This provision is included to address directly the priorities of the law enforcement units and emphasize on crimes of concern to Silicon Valley and the Peninsula.
